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When the university decided to venture into the publication of

Lebanese manuscripts dating from the 17th century up till today, it was

aware that this pioneering endeavor would require much

perseverance, research and patience. But it has overcome all

impediments and causes of hesitation because of its belief and

conviction in the goals of this enormous project. 

One of the goals is to steer some university research towards reviving

the intellectual heritage on different levels: philosophy, theology,

literature, politics, and history.

The other is to revive the Renaissance Enlightenment and to return to

its historical roots in the 17th century. The project intends to shed

light on the scholarship which spread from Lebanon to other parts of

the Orient through the studies of scientists, researchers, scholars and

clergy who devoted themselves to the quest for knowledge and truth

in the causes of science and faith.

Therefore, lest this heritage be lost, we began the publication in 2001

of chosen manuscripts on different subjects, which have nothing in

common but the search for the role of the innovative and creative

mind on the road that leads it to God via the trails of logic, science,

freedom, literature, ethics and knowledge. Furthermore, it is through

this courageous step that the niversity is confirming its unique identity

day after day, book after book.

After World War I, upon the peace negoti-

ations in France over the future of

Lebanon, Bishop Abdallah Khoury was del-

egated by the Maronite Patriarch, Elias

Howayek, to head the third Lebanese del-

egation to Paris. Bishop Khoury was also

delegated for this national mission by the

Administrative Board of Mount Lebanon.

The mission was to conclude the negotia-

tions over Lebanon’s rights and independ-

ence. Bishop Khoury spent eight months

outside Lebanon on this mission (February-

September 1920). He wrote hundreds of

letters, presented many reports, and held a

number of meetings. The major events of

this period were recorded in his original

handwritten diary, entitled “Mufakkira”.

His Diary includes two appendices of doc-

uments and names.
